Feed Salem at Salem Alliance 
distributes food for six months of the year, from December – May and 
begins in the fall with a food collection on Thanksgiving Eve service at 
Salem Alliance.

� Intake and Prayer – 3rd Saturday of each month, Dec. – 

May, 9:30 AM – 12:30 PM. 
On distribution day, greet and welcome families who are 
receiving a food box.  Volunteers fill out intake forms with each 
family and ask if they would like prayer. Prayer volunteers will 
pray for and share the gospel with the families who are open.  
Intake and prayer volunteers can be interchangeable.   

� Warehouse/Sorting – 3rd Saturday of each month, Dec. 
– May, 8:45 AM – 12:30 PM. 
During the distribution day, volunteers set up the warehouse in 
preparation for the food box give away.  Warehouse volunteers 
sort food items and put together boxes to hand out to each 
family.  These volunteers also help clean up after the doors 
close.  

� Delivery - 3rd Saturday of each month, Dec. – May, 11:00 
AM delivery starts. 
Volunteers gather at the warehouse on distribution day to load up 
with boxes to deliver to families who cannot get out of their 
homes. This happens on the third Saturday at 11:00 AM. Boxes 
are delivered all over town and volunteers connect with families, 
filling out intake forms and asking if they would like prayer. 

� Food Collection – Dates marked Bag Hand-Out in schedule above after 
regular service times Sat. & Sun.  
On three weekends during the 2015-2016 school year, food will be collected from the 
church family between each service.  Volunteers will be assigned to different doors 
gathering food items from SAC families.  Food will then be taken to the Aramark 
warehouse.
